“So they established a decree to make proclamation throughout all Israel, from Beersheba even to Dan, that they should come to keep the passover unto the LORD God of Israel at Jerusalem: for they had not done it of a long time in such sort as it was written. So the posts went with the letters from the king and his princes throughout all Israel and Judah, and according to the commandment of the king, saying, Ye children of Israel, turn again unto the LORD God of Abraham, Isaac, and Israel, and he will return to the remnant of you, that are escaped out of the hand of the kings of Assyria.” II Chronicles 30:5, 6 
Hezekiah had come to Judah’s throne and was set to celebrate the Passover after a long hiatus. Instead of confining it just to the southern kingdom, Judah, they issued invitations to even the rebellious northern kingdom, Israel. In the end, many of the north laughed them to scorn and rejected. But some had hearts to come. 
May we like Hezekiah desire to see others, without, enjoy the same treasure we enjoy, and to feast upon the gospel that we feast upon. Shame upon us if we do not see with compassion those in the world who grope about in sinful darkness, and desire that the sovereign God may enlighten them. May we realize afresh for ourselves and for others, that to have Christ is to have everything. To be apart from Him is to have nothing. May our hearts be large, large in compassion and love, and large in a desire to see God’s mighty name magnified. And may God move powerfully upon hearts in the world, inclining them to come unto Himself!
